OPENING THE MEETING

Either the Chairman or the secretary will open

Definitions:
STAR: This indicates the level that the
club member is on. (For example - you

SALON: A salon is a photographic
competition that members can enter.
This competition is sometimes held by
other clubs or is a national or
international competition. At these

competitions, you can win medals etc.

Our Club Levels or Star Ratings: When you
join our club, you start with a One Star
Rating. After you have been awarded a
certain amount of points you move up to
the next level or rating. You are required
to have a certain amount of points and
gold awards to move to the next star
rating. Our ratings are from One to Five
Star Masters. More details will be given to
you on enrollment as you will receive a

copy of the club rules.
