Styled Pet  Portraits
Any domestic or tamed animal kept for companionship

A likeness, personality and mood 
of any pet. Your pet should be 

dominant in the image. 

Not restricted to head and 
shoulders and may include just 
a part of the face, a back view 

or even a full-length study.

Use good quality lighting 
and a suitable backdrop with 
no distractions in the back-

ground to tell the story.

You are in control

Try to use a neutral background 
that isn’t distracting. A plain and 
uncluttered background is best 
for making your pet the star of the 
show! This doesn’t mean that you 
can’t show the environment.
Indoors: make sure to clear away 
the clutter. Coffee cups, cables and 
other household items can be dis-
tracting. Find a plain wall to serve 
as your backdrop or use a blanket/ 
ironed bed sheet. 
Outside: watch out for people, gar-
bage bins, light posts, other dogs 
etc. Avoid gates or fences behind 
your pet. 
Remove sticks and leaves from the 
ground where possible.
Use good quality light:  Make sure 
that there are no harsh shadows 
to distract from your pet’s natural 
beauty. That may mean looking for 
a shady spot if you are outdoors and 
having the pet face a window if you 
are indoors
Avoid the harsh midday sun when 
possible and make use of open 
shade when you need to photograph 
during midday hours.
A wide aperture (low f-stop number) 
can create a shallow depth of field, 
which can help the pet stand out 
against a blurred background. Find 
an F-stop that helps the camera  
focus from the tip of the pet’s nose 
to its ears. 

Get down to their level 

Get on your pet’s level or lie down to 
find their most flattering side. Most 
people take photos from where 
they’re comfortable: standing up 
and holding the camera. Some may 
crouch down a little. In fact, you 
should get even lower still! Getting 
your phone or camera very close to 
the ground gives the pet more pow-
er, and we really connect with them 
at their level. 
A pet’s eyes can be expressive, so  
try to focus on them even if they  
aren’t looking directly at the cam-
era. Use a treat or toy to get your 
pet’s attention. Animals have short 
attention spans and can be easily 
distracted. 

Plan for action shots: 

Plan for your pet to be moving  
during your shoot, especially if 
you’re photographing a puppy or an 
energetic dog. 
Use a fast shutter speed:  A fast 
shutter speed can help avoid motion 
blur, which can happen when pets 
move quickly. 
Try burst mode:  Burst mode can 
help you capture many frames of 
your pet’s constantly changing  
expressions
You can also experiment with crea-
tive ideas, such as dressing up your 
pet in costumes, creating a themed 
photoshoot, or using different props. 
Whatever you do, be sure to keep 
your pet’s safety and comfort in 
mind when using any props.
