I've picked up a number along our coastline over the
years, usually after a spell of cold weather followed by big westerly winds. This particular shell was a
fresh specimen washed up in April this year. I set it up at dawn on the wave-line to get a backlit
photograph with the early morning light shining through the shell and reflecting off the wet sand."
